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Parental responsibility is a concept of custody, with emphasis on responsibility, and children'’s rights. It also means about
protecting children’s rights with no discriminations. A parent or other person responsible for child’'s welfare is able and willing
to ensure that a child is healthy and safe, includes ensuring child’s safeguard and promote the child’'s health, education,
development and welfare.

Every child has the right to a healthy and safe environment, as implied in the convention on the Right of the Child.

The ultimate purpose of parenting is to raise fully functional adults who can take care of themselves and make a positive
contribution to society.
