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In accordance to the Child Protection Act, BE. 2003, chapter 3, sec 22 indicates
Guardians to give primary important of the best interests of the child as follows:

Section 23 - Guardians shall care for, nurture, and develop a Child under their guardianship in a manner which is
DD appropriate to such local traditions and culture, but which in any case shall not be below the minimum standards set
by the Ministerial Regulation, and shall protect the welfare of the child under their care against circumstances DU
which may likely harm the physical or mental states.
