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Children's Rights
and School Safety

The Child Protection Act of 2003 (Section 7, Article 63) states that schools and educational establishments shall set up systems
and activities to provide guidance, counseling and training for pupils, students and guardians, with a view to promoting
appropriate behavior, social responsibility and safety for the pupils and students, in accordance with the criteria,
procedures and conditions stipulated in the ministerial regulations.

Schools are required to have clear guidelines, systems, and practices in place to ensure children's safety.
When considering safety, three key areas must be addressed, taking into account the child's developmental stages:

1. Creating a Safe Environment.

Schools must assess potential dangers in the surroundings, such as buildings, equipment, sports facilities, and hazardous materials.
The environment should be adjusted to ensure safety, with regular inspections, repairs, and improvements.
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installing safety devices fixing broken items & providing safe toys ensuring proper ventilation in rest areas

Failure to address these risks could result in serious or life-threatening accidents.

2. Setting Safe Zones.

Educators must ensure that children remain in safe

supervised areas that are easily visible, free from danger, but close enough for school staff or supervisors
to monitor effectively. Designated spaces for children — such as play areas, activity rooms, restrooms,

and changing areas, should be separate from those intended for adults. Additionally, safe travel routes
must be established. When children leave the school for activities, school staff or supervisors should know

their destination, how they will get there, and conduct regular check-ins.

3. Safety Guidelines.

Educational institutions are obligated to teach children about safety measures to help them recognize and avoid potential risks and dangers.

Organizing activities that focus on enhancing children's safety plays a vital role in

helping them identify potential dangers, avoid risks, and learn how to ask for help in
emergencies. Additionally, these activities promote interaction among children, fostering a
sense of care and responsibility through community service and supportive programs.

Children Safety is achievable when adults are mindful and prioritize it. By emphasizing safety,

we can create a secure and joyful environment for our children to grow and thrive.
