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Children cannot protect their »
privacy alone — but you can help

Children have the right to privacy. Adults must respect this right, safeguard children’s information,
and teach them how to protect themselves—always considering their age and best interests.

Laws protect children from violations of reputation, disclosure of personal information, or humiliation—both in the real world and online.

« Convention on the Rights of the Child (CRC), Article 16: “No child shall be subjected to arbitrary or unlawful interference
with his or her privacy, family, home or correspondence, nor to unlawful attacks on his or her honour and reputation.”

» Child Protection Act B.E. 2546 (2003), Section 27: It is prohibited to publish any image or information of a child or guardian
that may cause mental harm, damage to reputation or dignity, or be used for exploitation.

« Personal Data Protection Act (PDPA) B.E. 2562 (2019): The personal data of children cannot be used without the consent
of their parent or legal guardian.
